WeÕre recently started delivering drum lessons at Norton Rose Fullbright which

success. The lessons involve breaking

down rhythm to its fundamental

principles, applying these to our four

limbs and developing timing,

coordination, independence and feel.

This gives freedom to use the drum kit

in any way we chose and learn speciÞc

styles including contemporary western

pop, rock, Afro Caribbean and Jazz.
